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HOMEOWNER SEMINAR

As your new home reaches completion 

Graywood will host a Homeowner 

Seminar to walk you through some 

of the steps you should be expecting 

as you move towards occupancy.

GET PREPARED

This is the time to reach 

out to your lawyers to 

ensure you have all of 

your necessary occupancy  

documentation in order. 

PRE-DELIVERY INSPECTION

As the building reaches completion you 

will be asked to attend a Pre-Delivery 

Inspection (PDI) of your home. This is your 

chance to walk through your home with 

our customer care representatives in 

advance of occupancy.

OCCUPANCY DATE / INTERIM OCCUPANCY 

Yay! You finally receive your keys and gain possession of your new home. 

You are now in Interim Occupancy. 

Ontario Law allows residents to move into their homes while we (the builder) 

apply for registration of the condominium corporation. Be sure to review the 

Homeowner Manual. This document will outline critical information to understanding 

the operations of your new home.

CONDOMINIUM REGISTRATION

When the condominium is registered the 

title of the condominium is transfered 

from the Developer to the Condominium 

Corporation and titles to the individual 

units can start to be created. 

FINAL CLOSING

Final closing takes place after 

the title to the individual units 

has been created. You will need 

to work with your lawyers and 

the bank to make your final 

payment arrangements on 

your new home. This will 

complete the interim 

occupancy period.
